* There are numerous approaches to calculating the 
dates of Jesus' life. The gospels provide some details of 
events which can be clearly dated, so one can establish 
date ranges regarding major events in Jesus' life by 
comparison with independent sources. A number of 
historical non-Christian documents, such as Jewish and 
Greco-Roman sources, have been used in historical 
analyses of the chronology of Jesus. Virtually all 
modern historians agree that Jesus existed, and regard 
his baptism and his crucifixion as historical events, and 
assume that approximate ranges for these events can 
be estimated. Using these methods, most scholars 
assume a date of birth between 6 and 4 BC, and that 
Jesus' preaching began around 27–29 AD, lasting about 
three years. They calculate the death of Jesus as having 
taken place between 30 and 36 AD.
